Summer is now beginning and I will use my vacation to
rest up (in Saugatuck, Michigan) for what promises to be

a busy, but exciting fall. It also promises to be as exciting a
beginning to a new program year as I’ve experienced in
ministry!  Before I talk about that, however, I want to thank
Gale Robb for serving us, once again, so well.  I could not
be more pleased with Gale’s reassuring steady presence on
our staff during another time of transition and I will miss
working with her very much.  The fall season will begin on
Sunday, September 5, with the installation of our new col -
league in ministry, the Rev. Joann Lee, Associate Pastor for
Family and Young Adult Ministries. I remain extremely
grateful to God for this wonderful new development in our
church life.  Then, on the heels of that celebration, the much
talked about, much anticipated, and might I add, much

overdue capital campaign, Our Hope for Years to Come, will be officially kicked off.
Rally Sunday, September 12, will include an all church picnic on the lawn following
worship as we begin to celebrate the public launching of the historic campaign. Food,
music and games for children will help us celebrate our life together. Come to worship
that day dressed for a picnic!  The campaign kick off festivities will continue with an
all-church dinner in the Great River Ballroom of the Crowne Plaza Hotel on Friday,
September 17.  Helping challenge us as we move forward will be the Rev. Dr. John M.
Buchanan.  John is the Pastor of the Fourth Presbyterian Church in Chicago and serves
as the editor of The Christian Century. John also served the denomination as the
Moderator of General Assembly.  I was so honored that John accepted my invitation to
be with us that evening and you will all want to plan to be a part of what promises to
be a festive, moving and unforgettable evening. I hear there may be dancing!   

Also on Rally Sunday, we return to our two Sunday morning worship services,
8:30 and 10 a.m., however, the 8:30 service will be different from what we’ve done the
last two years.  Aaron Miller and I have spent a great deal of time thinking about that
service—what is good about it and what doesn’t seem to be working.  Here are some of
our conclusions.  Those who attend like the intimacy of the service.  People like the
early time, especially if they have someplace else to be which makes 10 a.m. impossible
for them to attend.  The number of those attending, however, remains small.  Here’s
what we don’t think has been working so well.  The chapel setting does not feel inti -
mate.  It is lovely for sure and works well for some things, but for the kind of service
we are envisioning, the space does not work so well.  So beginning in the fall, the 8:30
service will be held most often in the Assembly Room, with the chairs configured in a
semi circle. We will also be very intentional about doing music at that service that is a
bit different from the music at the 10 a.m. service. Perhaps you can recall some of the
services we had, particularly between Christmas and New Year’s where there was no
choir but instead involved a harp and cello duet.  Early this summer the special music
for the day was a flutist. Many of you raved about the beauty and simplicity of those
services and that is some of the feel Aaron and I are interested in trying to create at the
8:30 service.  We will also be more intentional about doing some of the baptisms at the
early service and perhaps offering more frequent communion.  We will also publicize
in advance what music will be featured at the early service so those who may be inter-
ested can plan to attend. On occasion, we may move the service into the Kirk Parlor
and include a meal.  While neither Aaron nor I believe in being different for the sake of
being different, we both feel strongly that the 8:30 service was merely a smaller, con-
densed version of the 10 a.m. service that, for whatever reason, just wasn’t working.  I
hope that this fall, you may give the 8:30 service a try and see what you think. Then
we’ll move into October and our tremendous Faith & Writing conference, which hap -
pens to be the most impressive one day writing conference in the country. So we’ve
been told repeatedly!  I’m going to rest up this summer, enjoying days at the beach and
sunsets on Lake Michigan, which are the best in the world, by the way. And all the
while I’ll be anticipating a fall like no other!

The Change of Heart offering provides an
opportunity for us to be intentionally more

generous with our monetary gifts to the work of
the Church in God's world. Each week the loose

coins, currency, and checks with a memo note “Change
of Heart” will be set aside and given to a special min -
istry. During the month of July, these gifts go to Sibley
Bike Depot. Sibley Bike Depot's mission is to be an
open, accessible space to educate and empower people
to use bicycles as transportation, helping to build a sus-
tainable environment and community.  Sibley Bike
Depot's vision is to support community through part -
nerships, collaborations, and personal relationships to
help foster ecologically sustainable living so that our
communities may survive and thrive.  The Sibley Bike
Depot has Free Open Shop hours every week, even dur-
ing the winter! This means that anyone can come in dur-
ing the depot’s open hours, work on their bike, use the
depot’s tools, and talk to mechanics free of charge.  In
the earn-a-bike program, people who don’t have a bike
can earn one by working in the shop. This program is
successful because participants see the value of the bike
they receive through their own effort.

In August, the offering will go to Tree Trust.  Tree
Trust was created in 1976 to address two problems in
our communities: the devastation of the urban tree
canopy due to Dutch elm disease and the high unem-
ployment and poverty rates for youth and adults at the
time. They began combating these issues by providing
out-of-work individuals with training and paid jobs
reforesting the community. Since then they have
expanded to offer integrated employment training, com -
munity forestry and environmental education programs.
Tree Trust's employment training programs, like the
Youth Conservation Corps, give people the chance to
earn a paycheck, learn job skills, grow as workers and
complete quality landscape construction projects that
benefit parks and public spaces in St. Paul, Minneapolis
and the seven-county Twin Cities metro area. Learning
with Trees, Tree Trust's environmental science program,
provides Minnesota elementary and middle school
teachers and faculty with resources to plan outdoor
classrooms on school grounds for experiential learning
and puts students to work in implementing those plans
while learning how to plant trees.

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The veil of denial develops slowly and without
awareness for the spouse and children of an alco-

holic because we are not yet able to face the terrible
fury of this disease. I developed distorted thinking and
crazy-making attempts to control and stop his drink -
ing. I was convinced I had caused his drinking and
therefore had to figure out how to make him stop.
And he was more than willing to let me assume that
guilt. Mini-crises would fracture the veil of denial a lit -
tle bit for a little while until I came up with an excuse
for his drunken behavior to cover it up before family
and friends found out. Thus began my 15-year career
as the Enabler—over and over again I prevented him
from having to face the consequences of his drinking.  I
chose to believe he really wasn’t drinking ‘that much.’
Alcoholism is a progressive disease; finally the veil of
denial was torn off. Hell hath no fury like an alcoholic
whose drinking has been revealed and interfered with.
Counseling did not lessen his rage and resentments.
Life became so painful and chaotic that my despair
was paralyzing—I felt isolated from my grown chil -
dren and friends. I was certain there could be no recov-
ery from the effects of living with this alcoholic. I
thought I was the only one who was experiencing this
personal catastrophe. Then I found Alanon here in the
basement on Monday nights—a warm circle of loving-
kindness. I learned from the members that their stories
were the same as mine—I was not alone. I started to
get my sanity back, a little serenity and a glimmer of
hope. I would have powerful help to start this difficult
journey of recovery from the effects of living with an
alcoholic. On Monday nights, in the basement of
House of Hope, lives are changed during the AlAnon
meetings. If you need help or just want information,
talk with one of us in the Faith Partners Team—you
are not alone.
