Lent begins on Ash Wednesday, February 22, with worship and Holy Communion at 7 p.m. in the Sanctuary.

Lent is the period of 40 days prior to the Easter celebration of the Resurrection of Jesus Christ from the grave. The
word "lent" comes from the Latin word for "lengthen," because the days of Lent occur during the springtime of the year,
when the daylight hours increase. The period consists of 40 days because the number 40 has special biblical significance:
Moses and the people of Israel were in the wilderness for 40 years; Jesus was tempted in the desert for 40 days.

Since the days of the early church, in the decades and centuries after the death and Resurrection of Christ, Christians
have regarded the period of Lent as a time for repentance and reflection. It is invariably marked by fasting (going with-
out food and/or water for a period of time), by giving up something during Lent (sweets; the sports page), and by tak-
ing on such habits that will increase one's devotion to Christ.

Sister Helen Prejean has been instrumental in sparking national dialogue on
the death penalty. She travels around the world giving talks about her min-

istry.  She considers herself  a southern storyteller.
Sister Helen is a member of  the Congregation of  St. Joseph. She spent her

first years with the Sisters teaching religion to junior high school students.
Realizing that being on the side of  poor people is an essential part of  the
Gospel she moved into the St. Thomas Housing Project in New Orleans and
worked at Hope House from 1984 – 1986.

During this time, she was asked to correspond with death row inmate
Patrick Sonnier at Angola. She agreed and became his spiritual adviser. After
witnessing his execution, she wrote a book about the experience. The result was
Dead Man Walking: An Eyewitness Account of  the Death Penalty in the United States.
It became a movie, an opera and a play for high schools and colleges.

Since 1984, Sister Helen has divided her time between educating 
citizens about the death penalty and counseling individual death row prisoners.
She has accompanied six men to their deaths. In doing so, she began to suspect
that some of  those executed were not guilty. This realization inspired her sec-
ond book, The Death of  Innocents: An Eyewitness Account of  Wrongful Executions,
which was released by Random House in December of  2004.

Sister Helen is presently at work on another book—River of  Fire: My Spiritual Journey.

Ihave been thinking a great
deal recently about all the

volunteers who make things
happen at the House of
Hope, largely behind the
scenes and without much
fanfare, and about how
grateful I am for all of their
work.

I suspect there are many mem-
bers who volunteer in ways most of us don’t even
know about.  Similarly, it would be extremely difficult
to come up with a comprehensive list of services or
tasks that are provided to the church by its many vol-
unteers. My fear in compiling such a list is that some-
one would be inadvertently overlooked in an attempt
to catalogue something with such heavy volume.  But
here’s what I know, as a church, as the Body of Christ,
we truly are a living, breathing, always developing
organism. And we are dependent on one another in
order to make the whole thing work.  The Apostle Paul
could not have selected a more accurate metaphor to
describe who we are, than he did in using the human
body to describe the church in I Corinthians 12.  And
just as Paul reminded the church that the hand cannot
live without the foot, and neither can the eye live with-
out the ear, the church cannot live, let alone flourish,
without the hard work of its many loyal, dedicated vol-
unteers.  If you volunteer on behalf of this church, in
any way, even if you consider your contribution to be
not very much, as your pastor I want you to know how
grateful I am for your dedication, loyalty and commit-
ment to the church.  Your gracious efforts, persever-
ance and good humor serve as inspiration to me.
