Our Hope for Years to Come

ven before | arrived in

t. Paul, there was a
group of people appointed
by the Session, known as the
2014 Task Force. They were
charged with developing a
plan to restore the church by
the year 2014, when the
building will be 100 years
old. Some insightful and
forward thinking people
knew that the building,
beloved and beautiful as it
is, was badly in need of renovation to make it usable for
the next 50 years. They also understood that if mea
sures were not taken soon, the church would be facing
even more serious and costly structural issues than
those we're currently facing. And so they began their
work, and when | arrived in August of 2007, it was like
joining a conversation already in progress. It didn’t
take long, however, for me to realize the magnitude of
what this old building of ours needed.

| learned that over the years, proper repairs to the
building had not been made. Routine maintenance was
deferred. Issues of accessibility and welcome went
unaddressed. This is not uncommon for many non-
profit organizations, which is the reason they do capital
campaigns with some frequency. The House of Hope
has not done a capital campaign in 50 years! As a
result, the wiring is old and precarious, the plumbing is
of such an age that certain parts are no longer manufae
tured. So here we are on the eve of the 100th anniver
sary of this wonderful, historic St. Paul landmark,
aware that we have too many steps and not enough
access to the sanctuary or the toilets. We have a kitchen
that isn’t in working order and a congregation that
wants more fellowship opportunities. And we have
leaky roofs and a bell tower with structural damage
that is within a year or two of having pieces start to fall
off.

The Session acted on the recommendation of the
2014 Task Force and authorized moving ahead with a
capital campaign to address these issues. The 2014
Task Force has evolved and expanded into a campaign
committee and is actively working to prepare for the
upcoming campaign that will accomplish the work that
needs to be done.

As a congregation you should know that many
volunteers are being recruited and that the Session and
Trustees are being solicited for their leadership gifts.
This fall, the church will be ready to formally kick off
the campaign and we’ll do that on Rally Sunday,
September 12, with an all church picnic after worship,

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Loaves and Fishes Update

ouse of Hope members mark 21 years of service

with Loaves and Fishes. Loaves and Fishes is 3
non-profit organization whose goal is to “provide nutri -
tious meals to people who are hungry in the Twin Cities
metro area in an atmosphere of hospitality at site loca-
tions where the need is the greatest.” In coordination
with Loaves and Fishes, House of Hope members have
been serving dinner the third Monday night of every
month at the Frogtown location of Faith Lutheran
Church. In 2009, Loaves and Fishes volunteers at eigh
different locations in the metro area served over 360,000
meals. In 2009, volunteers served 29,978 meals at the
Frogtown location, with House of Hope’s group serving
1,708 of those meals. During the current economic
downturn, demand for services is expected to rise.
“Coupled with declining funding and a rise in food cost,
our partnership with Loaves and Fishes becomes that
much more critical to the success of the organization and
its outreach programs,” said project leader Ray Clark.
What do House of Hope volunteers do? On our night of
service, about 10 House of Hope volunteers arrive at 2
p.m. to prepare the meal, while an additional 20 or so
volunteers serve meals to guests from 5 to 7 p.m., fot
lowed by clean-up of the site. Project Leader Ray Clark,
and liaisons Bob Hennesy and Lowell Thornber, assign
volunteers a job and direct the serving of guests to
ensure that everyone gets to help and make it a success|
ful night. Volunteers often share a meal with guests at
their tables, engage in small talk, and learn about their
other needs and concerns. If you are interested in volun-

Volunteer at Women’s Advocates
Shelter for Women and Children

omen’s Advocates was founded in 1974, the first

battered women’s shelter in the nation. It serves
nearly 1,000 women and children a year. The crisis line
is answered 24 hours a day and receives over 16,000
calls a year. An average stay is two weeks, but can be as
long as three months. Women’s Advocates can shelter
up to 46 women and children in 15 bedrooms with 6
bathrooms.

A number of programs at Women’s Advocates help
the women and children in crisis. Women are given
emergency shelter, food, clothing and personal items as
well as support and counseling. The premise of the
Children’s Program is that early intervention is the key
to eliminating violence. Children are given child care;
safety plans; support groups; education and counseling;
animal-assisted intervention and art therapy; and facili -
tation of school enrollment, transportation and tutoring.
The Rose Program helps families move into permanent,
stable housing and gives intensive care and support ser
vices after women and children move out of the shelter.

The mission of Women’s Advocates is to eliminate
violence in the lives of battered women and their chil -
dren. Domestic violence has long-term effects if inter-
vention and prevention do not happen with the chil -
dren.

A group of women under the leadership of Liz Boyd
volunteers every Third Thursday from 6 p.m. to 7:30
pm. They lead an activity or play bingo with the women
and children, and then provide a treat for them. On June
17, we will enjoy an outing to a playground. If you
would be interested in joining this group (men includ -
ed), leave your name in the church office.

Women'’s Advocates fills an essential need in the St.
Paul community. During its 31-year history, over 30,000
women and children have received shelter, safety and
advocacy.

This is
her first appearance at House of Hope.

Sunday, July 11 at 4 p.m.: Jonathan Lehrer (New
York, New York) began his carillon study in 2000 at Yale
University and graduated from Yale with a degree in
Mathematics. He became a Carillonneur member of the
GCNA in 2006 and is a graduate of the Belgian Royal
Carillon School ‘Jef Denyn.’Jon has played frequent
recitals at Frederick, Maryland and Arlington Cemetery,
Virginia, and has performed worldwide. In 2008-2009 he
performed the Cast in Bronze theatrical carillon show on
the Mobile Millennium Carillon across the country. He
last performed at House of Hope in 2007.

Sunday, July 18 at 4 p.m.: Ronald Kressman (Berkley,
Michigan) is Associate Carillonneur at Christ Church
Cranbrook (Episcopal) in Bloomfield Hills, Michigan,
where he both plays and assists in planning and coordi-
nating the church’s summer carillon recital series.

Sunday, July 25 at 4 p.m.: John Widmann (Frederick,
Maryland) is City Carillonneur of the Joseph Dill Baker
Carillon for the City of Frederick, where he plays weekly
recitals and hosts a summer recital series. He teache
music in the Frederick Public Schools, is a church organ
ist and has worked in the financial services industry.
John attained Carillonneur status in the GCNA in 1996
and has performed recitals throughout the United States
and Canada. He last performed at House of Hope in
2002.

Sunday, August 1 at 4 p.m.: House of Hope
Carillonneur David Johnson concludes the 2010 series
Dr. Johnson has been carillonneur at House of Hope
since 1993. He became a Carillonneur member of the
GCNA in 1996 and has served for ten years as its record
ing secretary. He performs regularly throughout the
United States. In 2006 he played the inaugural recital for
the carillon at Central Lutheran Church, Minneapolis
and in 2008 performed during the American Guild of
Organists National Convention.

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Dedication of The House of Hope Labyrinth

labyrinth is an ancient design, with a 4000-year history. Labyrinths can be built of

any material, from pine needles to concrete. They are even found in prehistoric
caves. More familiar labyrinths, like the famous one in Chartres Cathedral in France,
were created in medieval times. It is important to know that a labyrinth is not a maze.
A maze has dead ends and confusing walkways. A labyrinth’s path is one way in and
one way out.

Today, as we search for peace and inner strength, labyrinths are often used for medi
tation and centering. The very act of walking the labyrinth encourages focus, assists in
opening up the self, and in creating a place deep inside where new insights and aware-
ness can germinate, take root and grow. Each journey is unique, and there are as many
ways to walk a labyrinth as there are labyrinth designs. Labyrinths of all kinds are
being built in parks, backyards, churches, hospitals and schools.

The House of Hope now has a labyrinth to be used by church members and the
neighborhood, thanks to the initiative of youth member Peter Kruse. In the fall of 2009,
Peter asked if he could build a labyrinth behind the Meeting House as his Boy Scout
Eagle Project. The House of Hope provided a budget. Peter, in consultation with inter-
nationally recognized labyrinth designer Lisa Gidlow Moriarty of Stillwater, chose a 32-
foot diameter, 6-circuit, 11th century design attributed to Siweard, Abbot of Abingdon
from 1030-1044. With extensive pre-planning, obtaining city permits, choosing materi -
als, letting bids to contractors, 300 volunteer hours, 30 volunteers, 8 tons of crushed
granite and 1100 cement pavers, this labyrinth was built in October under Peter’s direc-
tion.

It is now listed on the internet’s worldwide labyrinth locator website,
www.labyrinthlocator.com. On May 16, Peter was awarded his Eagle Scout badge in a
formal ceremony using the labyrinth. Also, Peter's unique labyrinth project received
the high honor of being chosen as the North Star District’s entry for a national geo-
caching activity for the 100th anniversary of the Boy Scouts in 2010. Only one project
per district was selected. It is listed on the “Cache to Eagle” website.

The church benefits by having a new meeting area, a sacred area for meditation, con
templation and prayer, and a place one can go to experience nature and peaceful suf
roundings. It has already been used for Sunday School lessons, teaching children about
labyrinths and their role in religion and our church, for a gathering place for members,
and for worship services. The labyrinth has been enthusiastically welcomed by the
neighborhood.

At this writing, the House of Hope labyrinth was scheduled for dedication after the
regular Sunday service on May 30. Kay Kruse has prepared a binder of information
and instructional materials for the use of labyrinths. This will be available in the church
:ibt;ary. hShe is also preparing a brochure to be made available at the entrance to the
abyrinth.

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Secrets Are Our
N Faith Partrers Frenemy

Secrets are both a friend and enemy
to those of us with addiction issues.

e may have started medicating ourselves

because of secrets in our past. Although we
encounter secrets in every area of life, perhaps the
most destructive are the ones kept at home. Families
are support systems. Our identity and ability to form
close relationships start in the family, and if family
members keep secrets from each other or from the out
side world, these are skills we also learn. Believe me, |
learned them well and they served as a useful skill in
maintaining and masking my addictions. Or so |
thought.

Once we become addicted to substances or behav
iors we learn to keep secrets to protect our addiction.
In the beginning it is a way to keep others from know -
ing what we are doing. Soon it is a way of life. It is all
over the news lately. Tiger Woods, Jesse James, Charlie
Sheen, Dennis Rodman, Tom Sizemore—all celebrities
with secret lives exposed in the public media with little
hope of privacy. Some spent hundreds of thousands of
dollars to keep their secret life safe only to be undone
by text messaging and relentless media. The public
reaction to these celebrities going into rehab is that
they are only going because they got caught. From
experience, | think that what really happens is that
having your secret life exposed is about the most dev-
astating thing that can happen to you. You spend so
much time and energy, and in the case of some celebri
ties, money protecting your secrets that to have them
exposed makes you feel completely vulnerable. For
myself, | spent so much time and energy covering
where | was spending money and what | was doing
with my time that | was afraid to come home at night
for fear of being discovered. To have things exposed or
to be confronted about events made me physically ill.

Treatment and recovery offer a chance for people to
rebuild their lives with far fewer secrets. Nobody is
going to make their life an open book, but freeing our -
selves of the secrets that keep us trapped and isolated
can open the door to a new way of life. Ridding our -
selves of the physical stress, the emotional and spiritu-
al numbness that are hallmarks of hiding a secret life,
is a gift that can keep on giving and giving.
