Here We Go!

he kickoff to a new

church year is always a
busy time in the life of the
church, but this Fall promis-
es to be unusually hectic at
The House of Hope. With
the installation service for
Joann Lee on September 5,
welcoming  our new
Choirmaster, Matthew
Culloton, the much antici-
pated (and badly needed!)
capital campaign, Our Hope
for Years to Come, being
launched and celebrated on
September 12 and 17, and the hosting of a national
Faith & Writing Conference on October 2, this church
will be bustling. Add to these exciting occasions an
already full regular fall schedule with the start-up of
Christian education programs, all the music programs,
the welcoming of a new full time youth director as well
as hosting Project Home for the month of October, and
we'll be stretched to capacity.

Now, I admit to thriving on a certain level of
chaos. I love juggling several things at once and work-
ing out the complicated logistics of a lot happening at
the same time. At times, however, church life can seem
so incredibly jam-packed that it makes me wonder if
the faithful life is necessarily a busy life. It is true that
in order to be more in touch with God we need to slow
down on occasion and enter into moments of silence
and quiet. We need to be still and listen. On the other
hand, I am reminded that Jesus did some of his most
profound work and teaching in the midst of large,
noisy crowds. And I often think of the scene at
Pentecost, where large numbers of people gathered
from all those different places, each speaking their own
languages and no doubt carrying with them their own
sets of needs and concerns. It was precisely in the midst
of that potentially chaotic situation that the Spirit
moved and was experienced by everyone in a powerful
way.

Y I'm convinced that the Spirit moves sometimes in
the still-small-voice-kind-of-ways, but also in loud,
chaotic jumbles of commotion and excitement, as the
faithful seek to live out their beliefs pressed together in
crowded pews and while bumping into each other in
packed hallways on their way to something else. I think
our busyness is ultimately a sign of this congregation’s
health and vitality—a sign that the Spirit really is mov-
ing among us and that we are being faithful to our call-
ing as a congregation. Because this church was not
founded as a monastic order. Nor was it founded as a
museum or as a literary society or a music hall. We are
a church—a modern-day church with great resources
and opportunities to help each of us better understand
the meaning of our lives in relationship to God and in
the context of a world that often makes so little sense.
So let’s get busy!

We had muffins, egg dis%es, a variety of fruits, break-
fast sausages, ham ... it was brunch to rival the finest
Sunday buffet.

It certainly would have been a wholly different expe-
rience if we had been invited over to their house, seated
at the table to have Maggie say to Todd, "Well, what do
you think?

Havel Symposium October 10-13

Capacity Building and Conflict Prevention
in the world’s most troubled hot spots

Dr.Lisa Schirch, Executive Director of the 3D Security
Initiative and long-time professor of peacebuilding at
Eastern Mennonite University, will be this year's visiting
scholar for the Havel Symposium in October. The
Washington DC-based 3D Security Initiative
(www.3dsecurity.org) promotes conflict prevention and
peacebuilding by fostering greater recognition within the US
government of international and local civil society perspec-
tives on conflict prevention, principled negotiation, and sus-
tainable development in security policymaking.

A former Fulbright Fellow in East and West Africa,

Schirch has worked in over 20 countries as a trainer, consul-

tant and facilitator in peacebuilding programs such as inter-

\ ethnic dialogue and reconciliation, peace processes, and

media-based programs. Schirch has written five books and

numerous articles on conflict prevention and peacebuilding. Her current research inter-

ests include civil-military dialogue on human security and supporting a comprehensive
peace process in Afghanistan.

Dr. Schirch is a frequent public speaker and has TV and radio experience discussing
U.S. foreign policy. She holds a B.A. in International Relations from the University of
Waterloo, Canada, and a M.S. and Ph.D. in Conflict Analysis and Resolution from
George Mason University.

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House of Hope Faith Partners
Receives National Award for Service

House of Hope Faith Partners ministry was the recipient of a nation-
al honor when the Presbyterian Church of the U.S.A. held its 219th
General Assembly in Minneapolis this past July.

The David Hancock Award (see next column) was given to Faith
Partners for its work in addiction and recovery education. This award
is sponsored by the Presbyterian Health, Educational and Welfare
Association (PHEWA), a program of the PCUSA.

“Today, our Presbyterian Churches are pretty open to all forms of
AA groups...that is in our basements,” said Rev. Nancy K. Troy who
presented the award to Susan Koll, chair of House of Hope Faith
Partners. “Very active church members can go for decades without
ever running into a member of AA because church members don’t usu-
ally go in through the basement door. And because of the confidentiali-
ty of the groups, we may never understand just how many of our fami-
lies are affected by the whole range of additions.

“At the House of Hope Presbyterian Church, they have opened all
these doors....They have created a compassionate, holistic ministry
that makes their congregation a safe and hospitable place for persons
and families seeking health and wholeness,” Rev. Troy continued.

“It shouldn’t take an epiphany for our churches to understand the
importance of opening up all their doors. After all...we are in the busi-
ness of changing lives.”

In accepting the award for House of Hope, Susan Koll explained
Faith Partners” inception: “Our journey began in 2002 when a family in
crisis came to our newly-arrived senior pastor (Rev. Linda Loving) des-
perate for help. A family member was in serious trouble because of his
alcohol addiction and they didn’t know where to turn. Our pastor dis-
covered that addiction was not a subject our congregation felt safe talk-
ing about...and yet there were members in need of help.”

Faith Partners at House of Hope started as a result of a congrega-
tional survey conducted in 2002. “Our team of 14 founding volunteers
resolved to take action to remove the culture of secrecy and shame
around addiction and move the issue from the church basement into
our church sanctuary,” Koll explained at the awards ceremony.

Since then, Faith partners has planned an annual Recovery Sunday
(please see p. 11), educational enrichment programs, created a library
on addiction and recovery, and team members write personal essays
on addiction and recovery from a Christian point of view for The
Anchor newsletter.

“We know we have had an impact because our programs are well-
attended, often to overflowing, and we hear positive feedback from
our congregation,” Koll said. “Our pastoral staff receive more calls for
help concerning addic- -
tion issues. Also, our
pastors are now better
prepared, thanks to cus-
tomized training and
support from our Faith
Partners volunteers.

“I accept this award
on behalf of my Faith
Partners Team who ™
serve with passion,
courage and devotion,” |

David Hancock:
Ahead of His Time

Along time ago my wife and I were
seeking help for someone with sub-
stance abuse. It was a subject that we were
aware of, but didn’t know where to turn in
order to get help. This was the first time
that someone in our family had turned to a
controlled substance in order to cope with
the struggles of life. It was our oldest son
who had been diagnosed with Attention
Deficit with Hyperactivity Disorder when
he was a first grader. Now he was 17 and
struggling with academics in high school.
It wasn’t difficult for him to find other
classmates that had already gotten access
to alcohol and other controlled substances
and this was how he chose to deal with his
problems

My first thought was to ask the staff at
The House of Hope if they knew of some-
one that could give us answers on where
to turn and what we might do to get help.
Initially, no one could offer a name, but
after some conversation the name of Rev.
David Hancock was suggested. Rev.
Hancock was a Presbyterian minister who
left the traditional ministry in order to lead
the nonprofit Prevention of Alcohol
Problems. David invited me to his home
to discuss our son’s substance abuse, its
causes and where to find counseling. He
also suggested that we begin attending an
Al-Anon support group.

Family and friends of alcoholics share
the hope and faith that the alcoholic will
find that place in their inner self that will
give them peace. Today our oldest is 35
with two cEildren of his own that brings
its own set of stresses. He eventual%y
found the success he needed in academics
and in an occupation that gives him the
self esteem he needs to stay sober. We will
be forever grateful for the helping hand
that Rev. Hancock gave us.

Reading from David’s obituary: “He
spoke nationwide about alcohol- and
drug-abuse prevention, and served on
boards and commissions in the
Presbyterian Church and elsewhere. In the
1970s, he served as program director of a
treatment center in Jordan, Minn., and
served on a hospital accreditation council,
developing standards for hospitals and
treatment centers nationwide. A million
copies of his pamphlet I Can't Be an
Alcoholic Because ... were sold,” said his son,
John Hancock, of Cincinnati. Hancock
taught church officials and others not to
judge but rather to pursue prevention of
abuse through education. ‘He was really
ahead of his time,” said the Rev. Gordon
Grimm, a retired Lutheran pastor.”

Congregational Care is Looking
for a Few Good Men (and Women)

Do you have what it takes to be a Caring Visitor?

Last spring, the Congregational Care Committee of
the Deacons, with the support of the Congregation and
the Clergy, began a Caring Visitors program to serve
our homebound congregational members. Beginning
with a list of over 80 congregation members interested
in visits or assistance, and about 40 potential volunteers,
we recommitted to the well-being ofpthe congregation.

As of July 31, 15 Caring Visitors are matcgle and vis-
iting regularly with 20 congregational members. Six
more Caring Visitor candidates are in process. But there
are still 26 congregational members whom the clergy
have determined would benefit from occasional visits.

Why the title's emphasis on men? Because 44% of our
homebound folks are men, but only 20% of Carin
Visitors are men. To close the gap, we need to matcﬁ
more men with men.

What is the commitment that Congregational Care com-
mittee is asking?
* About 2 hours per month visiting
e A background check that takes about 20 minutes to
complete, paid for by House of Hope.
eLearning effective techniques for working with home-
?ound adults through training that will be offered this
all.

After your initial visit and then every three months
we'll ask you how it's going.

Other features of the Caring Visitors program:

*You may ask to be matched with a homebound person
you already know.

ePairs or couples may make visits together.

e Visit frequency and duration will be agreed by mutual
consent.

These matches are mutually beneficial, according to our
active Caring Visitors:
